March:

Level 1-High Transition Support
Level 2-Moderate Transition Support
Level 3-Minimal Transition Support

Levels of Transition Support:

     Level 1 

· Program Supervisor/ECDD Team contacts local elementary principal/LEA designee to initiate

transition process.

· Elementary principal identifies possible classroom placement(s) and mutually arranges with ECDD 

Teacher(s) a classroom visitation to discuss transition.

· Local staff visitation takes place in current student program.

· Transition staffing meeting is held.  Possible attendees:  Local Adm, LEA Designee, Sp. Ed.

Teacher, ECDD Teacher, ISD Program Supervisor, Head Start Staff.

· IEPT meeting is conducted.

· ECDD Teacher make follow-up contact with General/Special Education Teacher in the Fall.

     Level 2

· ECDD Teacher calls LEA Designee/Local contact person to discuss student.

· IEPT is held

· ECDD Teacher sends contact person transition form on students in the Spring.

· ECDD Teacher makes phone contact with General/Special Education Teacher(s) in the Fall.

     Level 3

· Students with minimal needs.

ISD arranges IEPT meeting.
