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EXPLANATION OF EVALUATION SERVICES

School Psychologist*

The school psychologist evaluates your child in the areas of intelligence, academic achievement, eye-hand coordination and looks for possible cerebral problems.  The session usually last two hours during the school day.  Upon completion of the tests, parents and school personnel involved will be notified of the evaluation results.

School Social Worker*

The school social worker evaluates your child’s social and behavioral adjustment.  The following are often used in making this determination:  1) family interviewing; 2) child conferences;  3) teacher conferences;  4) observations; and 5) collection of information and coordination of service with other agencies (if appropriate).

Teacher/Consultant*

A teacher consultant primarily evaluates academic achievement and may make observations in the special or regular education settings.

Teacher of Speech and Language Impaired*  (Also known as a Speech Therapist)

The teacher of speech and language impaired evaluates your child’s speech and language.  Your child’s speech may be evaluated in the following areas:


Language Development:  Assessment of your child’s ability to process,


comprehend and communicate verbal ideas effectively.


Articulation:  Assessment of your child’s ability to speak clearly.


Voice:  Assessment of your child’s ability to utilize appropriate voice quality.


Fluency:  Assessment of your child’s ability to speak without repetition of


sounds or words which interfere with effective communication.

Audiologist

The audiologist assesses your child to determine the amount of hearing loss and to determine the effects of this loss on speech discrimination.

Orientation and Mobility Specialist

The orientation and mobility specialist assesses the severely visually impaired child to determine his/her ability to move freely within the environment.  This specialist also makes recommendations for orientation and mobility training.
