Attached is a Parent/Guardian Release of Medical Information form.  The Sanilac ISD Medicaid Coordinator uses this form to obtain annual referrals for therapy services from the physician you indicate on the form.  If you do not have a primary physician, you may choose the ISD physician (there is no charge to you for the ISD to send the request to their physician). The ISD processes this paperwork on behalf of your child’s local school district. 





The annual referral is just a formality that is required by Medicaid, in which the physician either agrees or disagrees that your child has a need for the therapy service(s) indicated on the IEP for the upcoming school year.  Please note this does not affect a family’s Medicaid insurance benefits and there is no cost to the family, now or in the future.  Payment that is received from Medicaid helps to offset the costs to provide services.





Referrals are requested for students who are:





Eligible for billing through the Medicaid School Based Services Program for the occupational, physical and/or speech therapy services that is/are provided to your child through their school in accordance with their Individualized Education Plan (IEP).  In instances where the parent has other insurance coverage, some services provided by the therapist may be billed to Medicaid as the secondary insurance source.





I will not use the Parent/Guardian Release of Medical Information form unless the above condition is met.
