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CRITERIA FOR OCCUPATIONAL

 THERAPY SERVICE

Before Service:

1.
Referral Checklist completed and reviewed at local before sending.

2. Referral for Occupational Therapy evaluation with Referral Checklist.

3. Doctor’s script for Medicaid students (yearly).

4. Permission for evaluation from parent and/or guardian.

5. Assessment (observe in setting/consult with teacher/parent).

6. Evaluation

Occupational Therapy Service Criteria:
1. Educationally relevant.

2. Display delays or deficits that interfere with the ability to benefit from education.

3. Have documented neuropsychological or motor deficits.

4. Have needs of environmental adaptation that would allow increased independence in the classroom.

5. Potential for improvement – self care, feeding skills, sensory/motor.

6. Health and safety in the educational environment.
Occupational Therapy Delivery Levels:
ANCILLARY 

1. DIRECT SERVICE – works with student or small groups.

2. CONSULTATION - 
no direct service – train teachers, aides, parent, and student.

3. COMBINATION – direct and consult – works with student or small groups and monitors training of teacher, aides, parent, and student.
4. Develops goals and objectives, reports progress
SUPPLEMENTARY 

1. CONSULTATION - no direct service – train teachers, aides, parent, and student.

2. Develops no goals and objectives, supports students achievement of educational goals and objectives and assists in reporting progress. 
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
