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CRITERIA FOR OCCUPATIONAL 

THERAPY SERVICE TERMINATION

One or more of the following criteria provides for O.T. termination:

· Student has accomplished IEP goals and no further goals are appropriate.

· A student no longer demonstrates progress or change; taking into
consideration student age, lifelong disability and cognitive ability levels.

· Student is no longer eligible for special education.

· The problem ceases to be educationally relevant.

· The teacher, parents, self or others could appropriately meet student needs. 

· Needs are appropriately met in daily activities.

· Therapy not an important aspect of educational program.

· Student behavior consistently negative or unmanageable so that therapy would be unproductive.

· It is unlikely, due to age that educational benefits will result from therapy.

· Occupational Therapy completed maintained skills for 3 years.

· Skill level matches psychological level.
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
