30 school days to com-plete evaluation and hold IEPT meeting. May be extended if agreed by parent and district in writing

School staff and parents determine eligibility and


recommend most appropriate program and/or services





Parent does not provide written consent within 10 calendar days of receiving notice.





Parent provided with written notice of an offer of FAPE, implementation date and a copy of the IEP within 7 calendar days from the conclusion of the IEP team  meeting.
