___	Authorizations to participate in school activities (e.g., extra-curricular activities, field trip or other activities requiring written authorization or acknowledgement from the student’s parent/legal guardian.)





___	Student disciplinary matters.





___	Educational matters (grades, student progress, IEP, etc.)





Under the Age of Majority Act, persons who have attained age 18 are legally recognized as adults MCL 722.51.  Enclosed is a photocopy of the age of Majority form that your son/daughter has initiated.





Accordingly, please be aware that the ISD will neither contact you for such authorizations nor will we automatically forward to you school records such as grade, attendance or disciplinary reports.  Other than these changes in procedure, all other policies, rules and regulations of the Sanilac Intermediate School District continue to apply.





The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act permits the parent/guardian of an 18-year-old to review the student’s education records without the student’s prior written consent as long as the student is a “dependent” as defined under the Internal Revenue Code.  34 CFR 99.31(8).
