
What course of study for my student? 

Michigan currently has two course of study options: a course of study leading to a Michigan Merit 
Curriculum high school diploma or a course of study leading to a certificate of completion.  
 
It is the role of the Individualized Education Program (IEP) team to determine which course of study 
a student will pursue. The following guiding questions are provided for the IEP team to consider. 

Review accommodations. Discuss 

whether additional accommodations 

should be considered. 

Review the transition plan. 

The Course of Study should 

support the student’s vision. 

Complete a request to 

revise the current PC. 

Has the student  
successfully completed the PC 

requirements?

Review PLAAFP. Consider 

how the student’s skills fit 

with the MMC requirements.
